This statement does not reflect the beliefs of the men and women of the Haverford Township police 
department and we do not condone any such behavior. 

The Haverford Township police department works hard to support the residents and businesses in our 
community. We have been a part of many community based programs over the years including National 
Night Out, Race for Peace and Coffee with A Cop, just to name a few. We participate in and support these 
programs to help foster communication and understanding between the police and local businesses and 
residents. 

Last week, the Haverford Township Board of Commissioners and I released a joint statement expressing our 
feelings about the death of George Floyd. The police department recently participated in a You Tube video 
with the Township Manager to explain our approach to civil unrest and our expectations for the future.  The 
men and women of the Haverford Township Police Department understand that everyone is entitled 
to voice their opinions and it is our duty to protect that right.  We will continue to promote transparency 
and understanding.
